
This is a British Columbia Golf provincially sponsored women’s stroke play competition played on the same day as your 
Golf Canada Pin Round competition. 

Eligibility: 

To be played only on a Member Club course or a designated course for Member Groups, 18 holes or 9 
holes, under the same conditions on specific days. Handicap Factor limit is 54.0 - 18 hole and 27.0 - 9 hole. 

In the case of a 9-hole course to be eligible, the members must play the course twice with continuous play for 
the 18-hole competition. 

Late entries are acceptable, but ONLY the rounds after the entry are to be used. 

Competition Format: 

A season schedule must not exceed ten Pin Rounds, a minimum of six is recommended. 

A player is only required to play one Pin Round during the season to qualify. 

Competitions may be combined with any stroke play competition. 

Competitions must be played under the Rules of Stroke Play (Rule 3.2) - the competitors must hole out and the 
score must be attested by a fellow competitor. 

After each round, the lowest net score is recorded on the Competition Work Sheet. 

On completion of the scheduled Pin Rounds, the Results Form (PR-03-2) is completed, calculating the player’s 
net handicap differential. The Results Form is sent to the Zone Chair. 

Ties to be broken by calculating the net handicap differential, if still tied; both scores will be honoured. 

A BC Pin Round Pin will be awarded to each participating club winner. The club winner is the player with 
the single lowest net score of the all pin rounds played. 

The Zone Chairs will determine the Zone winners. An award will be presented to both the 9 hole and 18 hole 
winners. 

A Provincial Award will be presented to the lowest net handicap differential of all the Zone winners for the 18- 
hole competition only. 

 
The proceeds of this annual competition are designated for training programs to develop and improve the 
competitive skills of our amateur and senior players throughout the province. 

Entry fee $2.00 per participant per season. BC Pin Round Pins are free – replacement cost is $3.00. 
Club entry fees to be sent to Zone 4 Treasurer by July 31
